National Red Ribbon Week started in 1988 in honor of DEA (Drug Enforcement Administration) 
Agent Enrique “Kiki” Camarena, who was kidnapped and killed in Mexico in February of 1985. 
Then 37, Agent Camarena had uncovered a multi-billion dollar drug scam, in which he 
suspected officers of the Mexican Army, police forces and government. The first Red Ribbon 
Week was proclaimed in 1988 by the U.S. Congress in support of Agent Camarena and the 
cause he gave his life for Combating Drugs. This wee is marked by the wearing of a red ribbon 
to send the message: Live Drug Free!
